Computer tomography (CT) scans are of most 
concern, with a higher average diagnostic radiation dose per scan and nearly 68 million performed 
annually in the U.S.  
 
“Dose management is a critical issue, and the reality is that sometimes the higher radiation dose of a CT 
is necessary for a particular patient to in order reach a definitive diagnosis, in the shortest time, and at 
the lowest cost,” said Gene Saragnese, executive vice president and CEO of Philips Imaging Systems. 
“Philips DoseWise Solutions return a measure of control to patient care, arming clinicians and informing 
patients with the tools, training and insights they need in order to ask the right questions regarding  
radiation dose.”
